About the Course:   This school is designed to provide training in all five Auxiliary Aids 

to Navigation Programs - ATON  - Federal Aids, PATON  - Private Aids, BAP - the 

Bridge Administration Program, CU - Chart Updating Program and SCF - Small Craft 

Facility Program.   The new Web-based Private Aids to Navigation System  that is being 

introduced into the First District, NR will also be presented.  PowerPoint training aids 

for most N S programs will also be introduced.   The aim of the AN/CU ðC School is to 

train a cadre of Auxiliary leaders who  will promote the AN/CU programs in their 

District and develop new and lasting programs and relationships with the Coast Guard 

in support of the goals and objectives of the Auxiliary Aid to Navigation / Chart 

Updating Program .  

 Who May Attend:   Candidate s must be recently assigned as a FSO -AN (Flotilla Staff 

Officer - Aids to Navigation),  or a SO-AN (Division Staff Officer Aid to Navigation), or a 

DSO- or ADSO-AN (District Staff Officer ð Aids to Navigation). This training is not 

refresher training. Alter native training is available through District ATON program 

managers. COMDT (CG -5421) must approve all waivers. Only one class convening is 

scheduled per year. Applicants MUST have an internet e -mail account capable of 

receiving and downloading attachments to order to benefit most from this training. 

Therefore, the candidateõs e-mail address must be included in Block #22 of the Short -

Term Resident Training Request prior to approval. No civilian contractors are 

authorized to attend.

OUR SMALL CR AFT CHART S LATEST EDITION CHANGES:    
Chart 18652 has lost about 64 marina locations from the 34th edition to 35th edition.   
Chart 18661 has lost about 62 marina locations from the 29th edition to 30th edition.   
Chart 18662 has lost about 18 marina locations from the 21st edition to 22nd edition.  
 

All 3 of our small craft facility charts y ou will notice big changes.  This is why.  
 

NOAA, Marine Chart Division issued a cartographic order (CO 002/05) and it is 

now being implemented.    Starting with 2009 cha rts itõs specifying that only 

small craft facilities that meet the following five criteria will be charted from 

now on:  
 

1. Open to the public.  

2. Sell gasoline or diesel fuel.  

3. Have a pump out facility.  

4. Have transient berths or moorings.  

5. Give an approach depth and an alongside depth.  
 

According to NOAA, Marine Chart Division if a small craft facility doesn't meet 

these criteria, they are of little value to the mariner and thus will not be 

included in the tabulation table on the chart.    Thousands of small craft facilities 

(marinas) have been removed from the tabulations table (includes the magenta 

numbers on the chart showing the marinas location) on the chart because they 

don't meet these five criteria.

CERTIF IED IN 2004  it is your time to take  the Open Book 5-Year Re-

certification exam.  Aid Verifiers must r e-certification  every 5-year.   The 5 -year 

Open Book Aid Verifier Re -certification Exam can be emailed or mailed to any 

Aid Verifier requesting to take  the ir 5 -year Re-certification.    Iõve e-mailed the 

list of Aid Verifiers due this year  to all SO -NS.  SO-NSs please confirm that 

these Aid Verifiers are aware of this requirement.    Please have then contact me 

(DSO-NS) for a copy of the 5 -year Open Book Aid  Verifier Re -certification Exam 

or that they donõt wish to re-certify .  They only have >3 months to re -certify !!!! 
 

6.    First Repeater   REQUEST FOR DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHS OF 

ALL BRIDGES :  The Auxiliary has received a request from D11 (dpw) Bridge 

Section for two (2) current clear and sharp daylight digital photographs of the 

straight on approach to all bridges one up and one downstream as seen from a 

vessels.  A good opportunity to photograph bridges is while already out on an 

official patrol.  Some of the key aspects of this effort are:  

  

 Locations  - This request is from D11 (dpw) Bridge Section  for their AOR.  

Basically that would mean all  waterway bridges in San Francisco Bay area up to 

inland areas including the Sacramento and San Joaquin Rivers and slo ughs and 

up and down the coast of California.  

  

 Safety First  - Ignore opportunities if there are ANY safety concerns. 

Perform during the course of normal Safety or ATON patrols - Separate orders 

will not be issued for this activity.  The photos are only to be taken while you are 

already out there on official orders for a patrol, with the boat and crew fully 

identified as CG Auxiliary, and when and where it is convenient to do so without 

separate patrol diversions from o riginal purposes and duties of your  patrol, 

deviating from normal courses, or unsafe in any way.  In other words, only as an 

opportunity presents it self  while you are otherwise out there.  

   

 Photo Subjects & Good Photos  ðTry to get two (2) clear & sharp digital 

photographs showing the bridg e main straight on approach channel showing 

from bank to bank in narrow waterways one up and one downstream.  For large 

waterway bridges photographs showing the main straight on channel approach 

with at less on e bridge section on each side of  the approach.   Always have the 

bridge straight on approach in the center of the photograph.  The Bridge should 

fill at least 2/3rds of the shot (but do not crop or alter the photo)  

  

 Photo Submission  ð Forward current clear & sharp digital photos to 

James B. Duncan, D SO-NS (dvc.on@comcast.net) by e-mail only or on a CD disk .  

If you take any relevant photos, then include in the cover email with your 

submission what information you happen to notice about the bridge that would 

identify it.  (Bridge name, waterway name, the approximate location, date and 

time of the photo, etc)
